A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Shores and carried to approve the 2021 fire department budget of $49,500.

The fire department submitted a FEMA grant for scba’s and turnout gear in the amount of $248,000.  They received an application for a new member.

The fire department will be working with Alex Tech on 4 trainings in 2020.

A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Shores and carried to appoint Jordan Nohre to the Fire Department as a First Responder.

A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Aasness and carried to pay for the fire department/first responders background checks when they apply.  Permission is approved to sign checks on an as needed basis.

Chuck and Colleen will meet and work on a drug/alcohol policy.

A motion was made by Aasness, seconded by Shores and carried to appoint Diana Olson, Pat Nitz and Diane Bukkila to be election judges for the March 3rd PNP.

A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Shores and carried to appoint Pat Nitz, Eme Quinn, Diane Bukkila, Diana Olson & Bonnie Zimmel to be election judges for the Primary and General Elections in 2020.

The Board of Review will be April 14th at 1:00 PM at City Hall.

A motion was made by Aasness, seconded by Steffenson and carried to approve the RFP for Architecture and send out to firms for services.

A motion was made by Lundeen, seconded by Steffenson and carried to contract with Palmer Creations for a year of web site maintenance for $300 a year.

The City does not need to appoint people to the Board of Health.  This was removed many years ago.

A motion was made by Lundeen, seconded by Steffenson and carried to purchase a new chair for the office.

A motion was made by Lundeen, seconded by Steffenson and carried to pay the credit card bill when it comes and have the billing date changed to align with Council meetings.

The County will be working on removing snow from State Street tomorrow.

Kubota mower went in for repairs and maintenance.

The employee committee is wondering about guidelines for what they are to do.

The ECD welcomed the 2 new businesses which are Sarah Danielson-massage and Dolman Autobody.
