Tim who is the Douglas County Engineer came to the meeting to talk with the Council about the reclaiming of County Road 82 this year.  They will be redoing the tar from Brandon to Evansville and looking at putting in ped ramps by the trail shelter and gas stations.  The project will be complete by September this year.

A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Olson and carried to approve a structure permit from Gary Quinn to add a snow block/roof to the building as long as setbacks are met.  It is parcel 72-0201-000.
A motion was made by Aasness, seconded by Shores and carried to purchase 5 new council chairs from Innovative for $244.92 each.

A motion was made by Aasness, seconded by Olson and carried to transfer $8,404 from the sewer fund to the WW Fund.
A motion was made by Aasness, seconded by Steffenson and carried to transfer $8,530 from the water fund to the new Water Replacement Fund.

A motion was made by Olson, seconded by Aasness and carried to approve the LG220 from the E.A.S and waive the 30-day waiting period and 10% to the City, to have Bingo on April 15th at the Backroads.

A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Hudson and carried to waive the TORT insurance for the City.

A motion was made by Hudson, seconded by Olson and carried to approve the February bills and authorize payment. (List Attached)
