Minnesota Public Facilities Authority Clean Water Revolving Fund Loan Reimbursement

Sanitary Sewer System Improvements

City of Evansville, Minnesota

BE IT RESOLVED that the City of Evansville, Minnesota is hereby applying to the Minnesota Public Facilities Authority for a loan from the Clean Water Revolving Fund for improvements to its municipal wastewater system by making improvements to the City’s main wastewater lift station force main, and wastewater treatment facility as described in the loan application.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City of Evansville shall use and reimburse the General fund for any and all debt service payments along with expenses for the project that shall be more than the balance of the Sewer Fund or Project Fund.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City of Evansville will show a deficit in the Sewer fund for repayment for a few years until the cash is built up from the rate increase.  The City Council increased the sewer rate effective June 2024.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City of Evansville is here by authorized to borrow from the General Fund and pay back when funds are available.
