The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM by Mayor Steffenson. 

A motion was made by Aasness, seconded by Olson and carried to approve the September 11th agenda with the addition of Jerry under employee committee report.
  
A motion was made by Olson, seconded by Aasness and carried to approve the August 14th Council Minutes.
The ECD have been working on different projects and currently they are working on getting the restaurant back open.

A motion was made by Olson, seconded by Steffenson and carried to contribute the $9,500 budgeted for economic development to the ECD to help with the projects they are working on.

The Fire Department received a wildland grant for $5,000 which is a 50/50 grant.  They are also looking at purchasing a new grass rig.

A motion was made by Shores, seconded by Hudson and carried to allow the Fire Department to purchase a 2024 GMC 1-ton grass rig for around $95,000 with all the items needed for the truck.

The Council was informed about the new safe & sick time which will be effective 1/1/2024.

They are going to be paving the water tower road this week.

The plow truck is getting fixed.

Jerry has accepted another position so his last day with the City will be September 24, 2023.  The Council will allow Jerry to use up his vacation time through the month of October.  

A motion was made by Shores, seconded by Hudson and carried that the seasonal employees last day will be September 20th.

A motion was made by Olson, seconded by Hudson and carried to approve the September bills and authorize payment. (List Attached)
The council discussed hiring for the Public Works Supervisor position.  The pay range will be $22-30 per hour depending on qualifications.  Position is open until filled. 
A motion was made by Olson, seconded by Hudson and carried to accept Jerry’s resignation for the end of October so he can use his vacation days and pay his health insurance for the month of October.  For the month of October, he will do the water & sewer reports and sampling which will be 3-5 hours a week.
