The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM by Acting Mayor Aasness.

It was suggested to add to the 1st Responder/Fire Department application that if a member doesn’t pass and complete the Fire Fighter & 1st Responder course, they will reimburse the City for the cost of the class.

A motion was made by Olson, seconded by Shores and carried to add to the 1st Responder/Fire Fighter application that they must pass and complete the training courses otherwise they will be responsible for reimbursing the City for the cost of the course.

A motion was made by Shores, seconded by Hudson and carried to approve the contract with the Douglas County Sheriffs Office for 20 hours at $45.06 per hour for police coverage.

A motion was made by Hudson, seconded by Olson and carried to change the payroll account allocations for full time employees to 50% general, 25% water, 25% sewer starting next payroll.
Joint Clean up day-May 18th from 9-noon.

A motion was made by Olson, seconded by Hudson and carried to approve the digital sign addition to the exiting sign at HiWay Amoco.
