The City Council met at City Hall on August 12, 2024 with the following members present:  Chuck Steffenson, Colleen Shores, Julie Aasness, Michael Hudson and Monica Olson and the following absent: NONE

Others Present: Jason Andersen, Dean Birkland-Carlson SV, Corey Jaenisch, EmaJean-Douglas County HRA, Dave Bedore, Shawn Stelzer and Diana K. Olson
The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM by Mayor Steffenson.  
A motion was made by Olson, seconded by Aasness and carried to approve the August 12th agenda.  
  
A motion was made by Aasness, seconded by Hudson and carried to approve the July 8th Council minutes.
Dean Birkland was present to go over the 2023 Audit.  The City got a clean audit which is very good.  The City did get wrote up for segregation of duties and that we do not prepare our own financial statements which is very normal for small cities.

A motion was made by Olson, seconded by Hudson and carried to purchase a drop tank supply line for the fire department for around $500.

Emajean from the Douglas County HRA talked about a property they are looking to build a house on.  It would be a small house on the old water tower lot off of State Street.  The Council is interested to hear more.

Member Monica Olson introduced the following resolution and moved its adoption:

RESOLUTION NO. 2024-002

RESOLUTION ACCEPTING THE OFFER OF THE MINNESOTA PUBLIC FACILITIES AUTHORITY TO PURCHASE A $628,361 GENERAL OBLIGATION SEWER REVENUE NOTE OF 2024A, PROVIDING FOR ITS ISSUANCE AN D AUTHORIZING EXECUTION OF A BOND PURCHASE AND PROJECT LOAN AGREEMENT  
A. WHEREAS, the City Council (the "City Council") of the City of Evansville, Minnesota (the "City"), has heretofore applied for a loan from the Minnesota Public Facilities Authority (the "PFA") to provide financing pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, Chapters 475 and Sections 115.46 and 444.075, for sanitary sewer collection system improvements and installation of a new generator, as detailed in the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency’s certification dated, May 14, 2024 (the "Project"); and

B. WHEREAS, the PFA is authorized pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, Chapter 446A, as amended, to issue its bonds (the "PFA Bonds") and to use the proceeds thereof, together with certain other funds, to provide loans and other assistance to municipalities to fund eligible costs of construction of publicly owned clean water systems in accordance with the federal Safe Drinking Water Act and the federal Clean Water Act; and

C. WHEREAS, the City has applied for a loan from the PFA pursuant to such program and the PFA has committed to make a loan to the City in the principal amount of $628,361, to be disbursed and repaid in accordance with the terms of a Minnesota Public Facilities Authority Bond Purchase and Project Loan Agreement, dated July 31, 2024 (the "PFA Loan Agreement"), a copy of which has been presented to the City Council and is on file with the City Clerk/Treasurer; and             

D. WHEREAS, the $628,361 General Obligation Sewer Revenue Note of 2024A (the "Note") of the City is tax-exempt, and in addition the City will need to assure the tax-exemption of the PFA Bonds; and

E. WHEREAS, in accordance with Minnesota Statutes, Section 475.60, Subdivision 2(4), the City is authorized to issue obligations to a board, department or agency of the State of Minnesota by negotiation and without advertisement for bids and the PFA is, and has represented that it is, a board, department or agency of the State of Minnesota; and

F. WHEREAS, WHEREAS, the City owns and operates a municipal water system (the "Water System"), a municipal sewer system (the "Sewer System"), and a municipal storm sewer system (the "Storm Sewer System", and together with the Water System and the Sewer System, the "System") as separate revenue producing public utilities; and

G. WHEREAS, the net revenues of the Sewer System are pledged to the payment of the outstanding (i) $54,630 General Obligation Improvement Note of 2011, dated December 8, 2011; and (ii) the $600,721 General Obligation Sewer Revenue Note of 2014, dated August 7, 2014 (the "Outstanding Sewer Notes"); and 

H. WHEREAS, the net revenues of the System are pledged to the payment of the outstanding utility portion of the $1,160,000 General Obligation Refunding Bonds, Series 2016A, dated March 2, 2016 (the "Outstanding System Bonds"); and   

I. WHEREAS, a contract or contracts for the Project have been made by the City with the approval of the PFA and all other state and federal agencies of which approval is required:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Evansville, Douglas County, Minnesota, as follows:

1. Acceptance of Offer; Payment.  The offer of the PFA to purchase a $628,361 General Obligation Sewer Revenue Note of 2024A of the City, at the rate of interest hereinafter set forth, and to pay therefor the sum of $628,361 as provided below, is hereby accepted, and the sale of the Note is hereby awarded to the PFA.  Payment for the Note shall be disbursed in installments as eligible costs of the Project are reimbursed or paid, all as provided in the PFA Loan Agreement.

The motion for the adoption of the foregoing resolution was duly seconded by member Julie Aasness and, after full discussion thereof and upon a vote being taken thereon, the following voted in favor thereof: Monica Olson, Julie Aasness, Chuck Steffenson, Colleen Shores & Michael Hudson

And the following voted against the same: NONE

Whereupon the resolution was declared duly passed and adopted.  (A full resolution is available at City Hall)

A motion was made by Olson, seconded by Shores and carried to approve a structure permit from Tony Noyes to add a deck to the house as long as setbacks are met.  It is parcel 72-0166-000.
A motion was made by Olson, seconded by Hudson and carried to approve a structure permit from Jason Andersen to build a shed as long as setbacks are met.  It is parcel 72-0261-000.

A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Olson and carried to approve a structure permit from Jason Andersen to build a shed as long as setbacks are met.  It is parcel 72-0262-000.

The 2023 sewer force main project and improvements at the ponds is almost complete. 

MPCA did a sewer inspection and said everything looked good and all paperwork was in order.

A motion was made by Olson, seconded by Aasness and carried to approve the August bills and authorize payment.  (List Attached)
