Minnesota Public Facilities Authority Clean Water Revolving Fund Loan Application for

Sanitary Sewer System Improvements

City of Evansville, Minnesota

BE IT RESOLVED that the City of Evansville, Minnesota is hereby applying to the Minnesota Public Facilities Authority for a loan from the Clean Water Revolving Fund for improvements to its municipal wastewater system by making improvements to the City’s main wastewater lift station, main wastewater lift station forcemain, and wastewater treatment facility as described in the loan application.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City of Evansville estimates the loan amount to be $835,000 or the as-bid cost of the project.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City of Evansville has the legal authority to apply for the loan, and the financial, technical, and managerial capacity to repay the loan and ensure proper construction, operation and maintenance of the project for its design life.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City of Evansville hereby expresses its official intent to use proceeds of this loan to reimburse construction expenditures made prior to the issuance of its general obligation bond to the Public Facilities Authority.

A motion was made by Aasness, seconded by Hudson and carried to give $1,500 to the Summer Recreation program.

A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Aasness and carried to hire Mark Lee to mill and pave the water tower road along with pave the road to the treatment plant for $109,650.

The majority of the Fire departments SCBA tanks need to be replaced.
There was an incident that happened with the fire hall building and a fire truck.  The driver got to close and scraped the side of the truck along with taking the brick off the building.  We have turned it into insurance.
