The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM by Mayor Steffenson. 

A motion was made by Aasness, seconded by Hudson and carried to approve the April 10th agenda.
  
A motion was made by Olson, seconded by Hudson and carried to approve the March 13th Council Minutes.
The Council meeting was paused at 6:33 PM to have the variance public hearing for Ben Hentges from HiWay Amoco.  
There was no comment from the public.  Ben presented what the addition would consist of and that he would need to be in the City street right away if the addition was approved.

The Council meeting was resumed at 6:36 PM.

A motion was made by Olson, seconded by Hudson and carried to approve the variance for Ben Hentges from HiWay Amoco to build on the City street right-away, but a survey must be done so we know for sure how many feet it will be in the right-away.  Ben will have a survey and get an easement drafted to build within the City street right away.

A motion was made by Hudson, seconded by Shores and carried to amend the variance application to include that a survey must be done at the time a person requests a variance so the Council knows the exact property lines.

The Fire Department was looking at a 1 Ton GMC crew cab truck to make into a first response unit.  The total cost with the truck, topper, decals, slide out, lights and radio is estimated at $76,441.85.

A motion was made by Shores, seconded by Olson and carried to purchase a 2023 GMC 1-ton crew cab and turn into a first responder unit for $76,441.85.

The Fire department is looking to apply for a DNR grant for equipment.  It would be a 50/50 match and the Council is ok with them applying.  

A motion was made by Olson, seconded by Hudson and carried to approve the Evansville Fire Department & Relief code of ethics and have all members receive and sign a copy.

A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Hudson and carried to allow the Fire Department to purchase a side by side and trailer along with other miscellaneous equipment through the DNR surplus if the items come up for sale and are decent.

The Board of Review is April 18th at 1 PM at City Hall.

The Joint Clean up Day is May 20th from 9-noon in Brandon.

The City is looking to hire a seasonal part time maintenance worker for 20 hours a week with no benefits and $20.00 per hour.  All applications are due May 2nd with Chuck and Julie conducting interviews.

Dean with Carlson SV was present to go over the 2022 audit.  The City received an unmodified opinion which is a clean opinion and the best we can get.  They had no problems while conducting this audit.  There were two write ups which happen every year and they are the segregation of duties and preparation of financial statements.  These findings are very common for the majority of the Cities they audit.  
A motion was made by Shores, seconded by Hudson and carried to approve Pro-Sweep to sweep the City streets for 2023 for $160 per hour per machine plus $150 for mobilization.

A motion as made by Olson, seconded by Hudson and carried to rent porta potties from HPS for the park and picnic shelter for 2023.  The price is the same as last year.

A motion was made by Hudson, seconded by Shores and carried to allow the Evansville Fire Relief to get a 1-4-day temporary liquor license to sell liquor on July 2nd at the park for the July celebration.

A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Shores and carried to apply for the Welcoming Week grant through WCI for $500 and the City will match the $500.

A motion was made by Hudson, seconded by Steffenson and carried to approve the addition to the E.A.S bingo permit to include a raffle along with the Bingo.

The Employee Committee did an employee review on the part time help.  All is going ok.  He would like an adjustment in the hours to be Tuesdays and Wednesdays.

A motion was made by Hudson, seconded by Olson and carried to approve the April bills and authorize payment. (List Attached)
